(NOT RECOMMENDED FOR FIRST TIME VOLUNTEERS.) Must be trained.
Rules Judge - Follows questions read by moderator, controls buzzer system and recognizes team member who buzzed in.
Timekeeper - Operates the official time clock (laptop) and keeps track of the time for bonus and toss-up questions. (First timers)
Scorekeeper - Accurately awards points and records the competition score. (First timers)
Scientific Room Judge - Resolves challenged questions. (Scientific background, e.g. teachers, workplace)
Room Monitor - Ensures quiet, no in/out of room during competition.

Has the authority with Moderator to eject people from room. (First timers)
Set up - is from 1-5 the day before and 5-7 the morning of the competition. (Perfect for getting out of work early

and/or for those early risers)
Tear down - is after the competition generally between 4-5:30 pm.
