· Western is preparing a Federal Register notice to move the June 30, 2004, deadline for execution to August 13, 2004.
· In order for customers to receive service under these contracts beginning January 1, 2005, the deadline to execute is August 13, 2004. 

	Notify Western of Transmission Arrangements
	· Required per “Delivery Arrangements” section of Base Resource Contracts.
· Western is preparing a Federal Register notice changing the July 1, 2004, deadline to August 13, 2004, to be consistent with the new deadline for executing FLS, VR, and SC contracts.

	Exhibit C, Revision 1 (Scheduling Procedures and Protocols)
	· Western expects to have a draft available for execution in late August or September.
· Customers will be required to sign.  The time frame for signatures will be set forth by Western in the cover letter with the revised exhibit.

	Exhibit D, Revision 1 (Regulation and Reserves)

	· Western expects to have a draft available for execution in late August or September.
· No customer signature required; however, if customer does not agree with the terms of the revised exhibit, it must provide a written notice of termination which will take effect 30 days after receipt.  This off-ramp provision is in Section 3 of the current Exhibit D.

	Scheduling Coordinator
	· Per Section 3 of Exhibit C to the Base Resource Contract, customers must notify Western of their Scheduling Coordinator by November 1, 2004, if Western is not going to be customer’s Scheduling Coordinator.

	Hourly Exchange Program
	· Per Section 5.1.5 of Exhibit B to the Base Resource Contract, Customers must notify Western if they choose not to participate in the hourly exchange program by November 1, 2004.
