· Washoe Project

The Washoe Project consists of one power plant located at the Stampede Dam near Truckee, California,  and has a maximum operating capacity of approximately 3.65 MW and an average annual output of approximately 10,000 MWh.

Western proposes to maintain the contract with Sierra Pacific which provides for Sierra Pacific to provide energy to Fish and Wildlife, Lahontan National Fish Hatchery, and Marble Bluff Fish Hatchery. These facilities are all project use loads and have first call on power resources from the Washoe Project. Any remaining power is sold to Sierra Pacific and a true up is done in March of each year.
