Precipitation averages8.98 inches for January on the Northern Sierra Eight Station Index. This month, 1.55 inches
were recorded, which is approximately 17 percent of the monthly average. The Snow Pack in the Northern and Central
Sierrais 30 and 25 percent of the April 1% average, but 48 and 40 percent of the average to date, respectively.

Reservoir_Storage is above the 15-year averages for all facilities, except for San Luis, which is at 96 percent and
Folsom at 93 percent.

River Releases are above their 15-year medians for the Trinity and Stanislaus Rivers, equal for the Sacramento and
below for the American.

Water Supply Forecasts for the Sacramento River Index, Water Y ear 2007 were updated January 9" based upon
January 1% conditions. For the 50 percent exceedence or most likely scenario, the forecast was 15.8, corresponding to an
“Above Normal” year while the 90 percent exceedence or “Dry” forecast was for 10.6 corresponding to “Dry.”
