Precipitation averages0.28 inches on the Northern Sierra Eight Station Index for August. As of the 31%, we were at
0.29 inches or 104 percent of average for this month. The cumulative total is 36.57 inches, which is 73 percent of the
water year average, 50 inches.

Reservoir_Storage isbelow the 15-year average for each facility. Of the storage reservoirs, New Melonesisin the
best shape at 95 percent of its 15-year average, Trinity is second at 85 percent, while Shasta and Folsom are at 71 percent
and 63 percent of their 15-year averages.

River Releases continue to be governed by Delta demands, and with mild temperatures this summer, releases are
cut whenever possible to conserve storage, while still meeting instream temperature control reguirements.

Water Supply Forecasts for the Sacramento River Index, Water Y ear 2007, were updated May 8" based upon May
1% conditions. The Sacramento River Index is the sum of the unimpaired flow of the Sacramento River at Bend Bridge,
the Feather River at Oroville, the Yuba River near Smartville and the American River below Folsom Lake. The 50
percent exceedence forecast went from 10.5 (56 percent of average) to 10.2 (55 percent of average), which is classified
as“critical” onthisindex. The 90 percent exceedence forecast went from 9.4 (51 percent of average) to 9.5 (51 percent
of average), still “critical” on thisindex. Final determination of year typeis based upon the May 1% 50 percent
exceedence forecast. The Sacramento Valley 40-30-30 Index uses 40 percent of the current April — July runoff plus 30
percent of the current October — March runoff plus 30 percent of the previous year’'s index which was “wet” putting this
year'sindex at “dry.” The State Water Resources Control Board began using thisindex under Decision 1630, while the
Sacramento River Index was used under Decision 1485, the previous San Francisco Bay Delta Estuary decision.
