Discussion

WAPA reviewed the meeting presentation located on its website and provided an overview of the initiative, a history of combined rates, the transmission systems involved, the approach and process to evaluate the combined rate, and resources for the initiative.


Questions / Comments

Will customers be invited to participate in the workgroup meetings to develop the combined rate?
	
Yes, WAPA encourages participation.

Will there be a study of transmission pancaking?  Will customers be involved?
	
Yes, WAPA will need to consider existing pancaking as well as opportunity costs.  It would be very helpful to have customers involved.

Some customers will not benefit from eliminating pancakes.

Understood.  The benefits of a combined rate will vary by customer.  For example, some customers will benefit from additional delivery points while others from better access to resources.

Will revenue reductions from eliminating pancaking be offset by new sales?  Is there available capacity for new sales?

WAPA will need to review how much capacity is available and will need customers’ help in estimating the potential for new sales.

Some questions were submitted to WAPA, when will they be answered and posted?

WAPA will answer as many as possible now, but some are technical questions that will need to be addressed at future workgroup meetings.

WAPA has posted to its website a list of FAQs for the effort and will also post the presentation and questions captured today.

	Will customers be able to use the entire combined system at this new rate?

		Yes.

	Will firm electric service agreements need to be revised?

No, WAPA does not believe it will be necessary to revise those agreements, but that should be discussed at the workgroup meetings.

Is this only a consolidation of the rate and will other aspects of the projects remain separate?

Yes, this effort focuses on rate consolidation while other aspects of the projects will remain separate.

Have you considered whether customers changing paths will improve constrained paths and result in additional sales?

	WAPA believes that will occur but does not have an estimate for that yet.

FES customers currently have bundled service, will you consider unbundling them so the customers could use the transmission when it isn’t needed for FES deliveries?

WAPA will consider all options and that would be a good discussion item for the workgroup meetings.
