Proposed Action Description:

The Western Area Power Administration Upper Great Plains Customer Service Region is proposing modification to rate charge components for
integrated system transmission and ancillary service. The proposed update and revision of the rates under the existing Western tariff would
maintain current revenue without changing overall capacity and energy charges by increasing the base components to represent current costs
while lowering the drought adder components to represent current drought costs. The proposed rate adjustment is scheduled to go into effect in
January of 2015.
