Thank you for your letters of July 16 and July 23, 2003, both requesting information concerning Loveland Area Projects (LAP) loads.  Specifically, PanAero Corporation requested the hourly mean and standard deviation for LAP loads for the previous 3 to 5 years and the previous 12-month time period.
Within the confines of an ongoing public process, Western Area Power Administration (Western) typically provides all pertinent information used to create or support a particular rate action.  However, it is Western’s practice, consistent with federal law, not  to provide information as part of a public process which is unrelated to an ongoing rate action.  Because the LAP load data that you request was not used by Western to create or support our existing rate adjustment for transmission and ancillary services, we respectfully must decline your request. 
Please be aware that you may submit a Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request if you still desire hourly mean and standard deviation for LAP loads.  Costs to assemble requested information under FOIA are borne by the requestor.
