Precipitation December averages 8.84 inches per the Northern Sierra Eight Station Index. This past December, we
received 25.07 inches of precipitation. This put us at 66% of the water year normal to date. The highest December on
record, 27.14 inches, occurred in Water Y ear (WY) 1956, while the lowest, 0.07 inches, was recorded in WY 90.

River Releases Releases reflect flood control operations, although the American is down the most from last month.

Water Supply The preliminary forecast of Water Supply based on the Sacramento River index was based upon
December 1% conditions and therefore does not reflect this month’s precipitation. The forecast was “ below normal” for
the 50 percent exceedence level and “critical” for the 90 percent exceedence level, where “below normal” is greater than
12.5 million-acre-feet, lessthan 15.7 , and “critical” isless than or equal to 10.2.
