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What Is The Project
Boundary?

The Buffalo Ridge Ill Wind Project
would encompass 30 square
miles. The project area is located
in southeast Deuel County and
northeast Brookings County, near
the cities of Toronto and White,
South Dakota. The project would
consist of interconnecting the wind
farm, composed of up to 113 wind
turbines and related facilities, to
Western’s White Substation.
